Shwedagon Pagoda 

You can’t miss Yangon’s most iconic 
landmark. Covered in over 30 tonnes of 
gold and home to the eight hairs of the 
Gautama Buddha, this pagoda is 
believed to be the world’s oldest

Sule Pagoda

Located in the centre of downtown 
Yangon, the magnificent Sule Pagoda 
takes its influence from both Indian 
and Burmese architectural forms.

Yangon Central Railway Station

Originally built by the British in 1877, 
this beautiful station is the gateway 
to Myanmar’s huge rail network, and 
another highlight of Yangon City’s 
heritage list.

Scott Market

This sprawling complex may be over 
70 years old, but it’s certainly not 
slowing down. Among the hustle and 
bustle, you’ll find all kinds of delicious 
street food and great souvenirs.

Yangon City Hall 

One of the finest examples of 
Burmese architecture in Yangon, 
this beautiful building is just a short 
walk from Sule Pagoda.

Bontataung Pagoda

Completely destroyed during 
World War II, Botataung Pagoda has now 
been fully restored to its former glory. 
Visitors flock here to marvel  
at the hollow interior and mirrored 
maze-like walkway, lined with ancient 
relics and artefacts. 

Nanthida Jetty

A 5-minute walk from downtown takes 
you to the water’s edge where you can 
sit back and watch the busy life on the 
Yangon River. 

Kandawgyi Nature Park 

Surrounding the beautiful Kandawgyi Lake, 
this enormous inner-city park is packed with 
attractions for a fun-filled day trip, including a 
zoo and aquarium.

Karaweik Hall 

For something a little different, grab some 
lunch on this magnificent floating restaurant 
on Kandawgyi Lake. It’s hard to miss; just look 
out for the giant gold bird. 

Yangon Insider
A short walk from the hotel will take 
you to Yangon’s main reference point, 
Sule Pagoda. Once here, you will be 
surrounded by historic structures 
such as City Hall, Supreme Court, 
Independence Monument and a host 
of beautiful colonial style buildings.
